
THE HARRISBURG PARKINGAUTHORITY
RIGHT-TO-KNOW POLICY

I. Introduction

The Harrisburg Parking Authority, ("HP A"), is a municipal parking authority for

Harrisburg in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, and therefore is a local agency for purposes

of the Pennsylvania Right-to-Know Law.

All local agencies shall provide public records in accordance with the Right-to-Know

Law. Any record in the possession of HPA shall be presumed to be a public record, except in the

following circumstances:

(a) The record is exempt under the Right-to-Know Law;

(b) The record is protected by the attorney-work product doctrine, the

attorney-client privilege, or other privilege recognized by a court

interpreting the laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania;

(c) The record is exempt nom disclosure under any other federal or state law

or regulation, or judicial order or decree; or

(d) The record is exempt or protected for any other statutory reason or based

on judicial ruling.

Records are broadly defined under the Right-to-Know Law. Records include a document

maintained by an agency in any form.

Requests for public records can be made by any person who is a legal resident of the

United States, including a resident alien. Requests to HPA can also be made by other local

agencies, Commonwealth agencies, judicial agencies, or legislative agencies.
